ORANGE TEAM HOMEWORK POLICY

Students can expect homework most days.  Much of this can be completed during the school day.  We encourage students to complete the most difficult tasks at school and/or the assignments that require textbooks (to help lighten the load).

The purpose of homework is threefold:

1.  To help the student attain information needed before a unit of study, such as new terms.
2.  To have independent practice of a concept learned that day.

3.  To review learned information to prepare for tests and quizzes.

The completion of homework is a requirement for all students.  

To receive full credit, the student must:

1.  Take the time to follow the directions.
2.  Have the work completely and neatly done to the best of his/her ability.  All homework must be  

     completed in pencil. When pen is allowed black or blue ink is required.  
3.  Homework must be labeled and done neatly to the student’s best ability to receive full credit.

4.  Turn in the work when it is due.  Work may be accepted the following day for half credit.
            LATE MATH WORK WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.


5.  In some classes, papers handed in with no names will be discarded.

6.  Homework left at home is the same as homework not done and will be considered late
.
Absences

1. If your student is absent, make-up work may be picked up after 3 p.m. if requested by 11 a.m.
2. A daily assignment sheet is given to students the day they return from an absence.
3. It is THE STUDENT’S responsibility to ask for make-up work and to schedule make-up quizzes and tests.

Helpful Homework Hints for Students:
1. Check your assignment notebook and materials as soon as you get home!!

2. If something is missing you will have time to solve the problem.  The main office is open until 4:00.
